PENTAGON PAPERS (1971)
Newspapers released a top secret government study of the history of US involvement in Vietnam.  Nixon adamantly opposed their release.  Once published, it increased both Nixon’s paranoia and decreased public’s faith in government. 
WATERGATE  (1972 – resigned 1974)
NEW FEDERALISM

Shift government power from the national government to the states. (Welfare, food stamps, social welfare)
	NIXON DOCTRINE

-The US would withdraw from many of its overseas troop commitments, relying instead on alliances with local governments to check the spread of communism. 

DÉTENTE “relaxation of tension”
-Conceived by Nixon + Kissinger

-Strategy that called for countries to respect each other’s differences and cooperate more closely, even while they competed to gain power throughout the world

-Examples: SALT treaties + Helsinki Accords

-Cooling off period during Cold War

-Ended with Soviet invasion in Afghanistan in 1979

-War Powers Resolution (1973)
Passed by Congress to prevent any future president from involving the military in another Vietnam type situation. President must obtain Congressional approval for any troop commitment lasting longer than 60 days.
